Itinerary: 
Bucharest - Sinaia – Bran – Brasov – Sighisoara – Sibiu - Bucharest 
Day 1  
Bucharest – Sinaia – Bran – Brasov - Sighisoara  
7.30 Group pick up from the hotel. 
Transfer to Sinaia mountain resort, well known as “Pearl of the 
Carpathians”; visit of Peles Castle, former residence of the 
Romania's Kings. 
Built by King Carol I of Romania, as his Summer residence, the Peles 
Castle shelters an important collection of works of art, rare 
furnitures and valuable paintings. 
En route to Bran, visit of Bran Castle, frequently reffered to as 
Dracula’s Castle. The medieval fortress was built in the XIVth 
century, in order to protect the border between the two historical 
provinces: Wallachia and Transylvania. 
Lunch with traditional menu in Bran. 
The tour goes further to Brasov, one of the seven medieval citadels 
which founded the historic Transylvania (Siebenbürgen in German, 
"Seven Citadels").   
Brasov: short city tour with the visit of the City Council Square, the 
Black Church (Brasov's landmark, over 500 years old, the largest 
Gothic church in SE Europe, hosts one of the greatest pipe organs in 
Europe), Ecaterina's gate, a fairy-looking medieval  tower, part of 
the last preserved original city gates. 
Transfer to Sighisoara 
Dinner and accommodation 
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Day 2  
Sighisoara – Sibiu - Bucharest  
Sighisoara (Schässburg in German) is one of the most visited cities in 
Transylvania, and offers an outstanding testimony of the local 
Saxons culture. Visit of the well preserved fortified site: the Stag 
House, the Clock Tower, the Church on the Hill, the Venetian House, 
the Covered Stairs. 
The tour goes further to Sibiu (former European Cultural Capital).  
Lunch  
Tour of the medieval centre: the Large Square with Brukenthal 
Palace, Haller House, the Catholic Church and the Council Tower - 
symbol of the city; the Small Square with Luxembourg House, the 
Liar's Bridge, the House of Arts; Huet Square with the Evangelical 
Church; and the Fortress street. 
Considered in its earlier days one of the best fortified citadels in 
Europe, Sibiu retains and displays the testimonies of a glorious past, 
and offers the best mix between a medieval atmosphere and a 
modern outlook. 
Transfer to Bucharest.
